INTRODUCTION

North Fork Associates conducted an oak woodland assessment for the +76-acre
Amazing Facts study area located in Placer County, California. The study area is located
along Sierra College Boulevard just south of Rocklin Road. Itis located in Section 28 of
Township 11 North and Range 7 East on the 7.5 minute Rocklin, United States
Geological Survey quadrangle (Figure 1). The latitude and longitude of the approximate
center of the site are 121° 12' 25.94" West and 38° 46' 13.42" North. The Assessor’s Parcel
Numbers (APN) are 046-050-006 and 046-050-008.

The study area is located at an elevation between approximately 300 and 520 feet. The
study area is bounded by Sierra College Boulevard to the north and adjacent land uses
include residential developments to the north and rural residential to the west, east and
south (Figure 2). The study area consists of foothill woodland and ruderal grassland
habitats. The oak woodland assessment area was conducted within 50 feet of proposed
improvements. The oak assessment area is located in the northwest portion of the study
area (Figure 2). The tree assessment area is flat to a southerly gentle slope. Most of the

flat area consists of ruderal grassland and the gentle sloping area consists of foothill
woodland. :

REGULATORY FRAMEWORK

According to recent conversations with Placer County Planning staff an oak woodland
habitat impact analysis is now required for new development projects. The analysis
should account for oak woodland habitat removed due to the proposed development
and will also account for the removal of significant oak trees (oak trees with a single
trunk 224 inches diameter at breast height (dbh)). Oak woodland is defined by the
County as having a tree crown canopy coverage of 10% or greater with the dominant
canopy species consisting of California native oaks.

METHODS

Field Assessment

The field survey was conducted on August 22, 2007 by North Fork Associates arborists.

All significant oak trees within 50 feet of proposed improvements were located, tagged,
measured and evaluated.

We completed a data form for each significant tree, noting the following information:
