AB 109

On October 1, 2011, the Public Safety Realignment Act (Assembly Bill
brought legislation that significantly changed the criminal jstgstem

and the future of the Probation Department. AB9 directed county level
Probation Officers to supervise offenders previously being supervised by
State Parole Agents.

Since the implementation of AB 109, the Placer County Probation
Departmenthasincreased resources to address the impa@srrently,
Probation Officers supervise a total of3defendants released on Post
Release Community Supervision. Of these released prisoners, 98% have a
history of substance abuse and 23% have a history otah&ealth issues.

Placer County Probation has dedicated Probation Officers to the
supervision of these Post Release Community Supervision offenders. F
County Special Investigations Unit, a maljiency task force, is also being
utilized to assist ithe supervision of high risk offenders and to investigate
and detain offenders who have absconded and have active warrants.

Probationhasinstituted a multitude of evidence based practices in the form o
classes. These classes include Courage to Change, which integrates interact
journaling and cognitive behavioral therapy, Job Seekers, and Independent
Living Skills. These classes are Ity Probation Officers at no cost to the
defendants.

The Probation Department created and will be instituta@ommunity

Resource Team (CRT). CRT will be comprised of multiple agencies and reso
throughout Placer County that are dedicated to assgtAB 109 offenders and
formal probationers living in Placer County. The Community Resource Tear
come together to provide treatment, education, employment, housing, family
support, counseling and other resources. All defendants will be required to
attend a CRT orientation, be responsible for identifying their needs, and
following up with the appropriate resources. CRT will be held on the second
Thursday of the month at 9:00 a.m. at the Auburn Justice Center.

This gives th
opportunity to target extra support to those whoight need more direction due to
behavioral problems.

Implementing PBIS gives the JoNe Detention Facility the opportunity to work

from the ground up in creating a more positive and supportive environment for it
minors.

Adult Work Release Program

The Placer County Probati@epartment Adult Work Release (AWR) program
positively impacts the community by sending participants to-poofit charities,
parks, and community centers. Most participants have less than 45 days to sé
and work up to eight hours at a time.

AWR pairicipants work in the community performing a variety of tasks at differe
sites. Sites are located throughout the county including: Auburn, Loomis, Gral

Bay, Lincoln, and Tahoe. One work site is Ride To Walk, a charity dedicated ta
helping children wi disabilities through horseback riding. Participants helped t
assemble a playground, built various outbuildings, and repaired fencing in the

riding arena.

This fall, the AWR program will be adding another site option. Participants will
help staff atthe South Placer Correctional Kitchen. The Kitchen will be respons
for creating meals for inmates at the Placer County Jail and Juvenile Detentio
Facility. The Correctional Kitchen promises to be a great asset as AWR partic
will be able to gai job skills and certifications while fulfilling their obligation to t
community.

The worksites are not the only beneficiaries of the AWR program. In this econ
it is hard to find full time employment yet in the last two months the probation
departmert has been notified of three hard working former AWR participants wi|
have been hired as full time employees at the work sites where they were
previously assigned.

During the past year 1,664 people participated in AWR and worked over 9,600
days. To partipate in the program adults are required to pay a $25 application
fee and $20 per day. Each day a participant works in the community in lieu of
day spent in jail. With bed space in the jail at a premium, this program enables
less serious offendet® work off their time freeing up space for more serious
offenders. Adult Work Release is an important element in restorative justice
allowing participants the opportunity to give back to the community.
